  Yesterday Professor Carcassonne came under fire for using the heart. Professor Pierre Gartrier, another leading French cardiologist, said yesterday: “It’s not just a question of the health of the donor.”

   Serre’s wife Jeanne said: “It would be awful if my husband’s character was changed for the worse now that he has a gunman’s heart.”

SHOP ‘RAIDER’ WAS NOT SO WELL READ

NOTHING WENT right for would-be robber David Morris. He was passing time before a date with his girl when he wrote a note reading: “I have a gun in my pocket and I´ll shoot it off unless you hand over the money.”

   Morris, 21, unemployed, then went into three shops in London Road, West Croydon, and passed the note over the counter, the Old Bailey heard yesterday. “He met with bizarre circumstances in which the truth is really stranger than fiction,” said Mr John Gilmartin, prosecuting.

   At a pharmacy, a girl assistant refused to accept the note, believing it contained an obscene suggestion and Morris left. Next door in a hardware shop a foreign assistant looked blankly at Morris, shook his head and said he could not read English.

   In desperation Morris, of High Road,  Beckenham, Kent, went to a takeaway food shop but again his plans went awry when the assistant could not read the note without his glasses. 

   Arrested soon afterwards, Morris told police. “I´ve been a twit. When the judge hears about this he won´t believe anyone could be as stupid. I only pretended to have a gun.”

   He pleaded guilty of three charges of demanding money with menaces and was put on probation for two years. Judge John Owen QC told him: “ Your behaviour was bizarre but potentially frightening. If you do anything as foolish again you will be locked up.”
