Assessment in the PYP

The prime objective of assessment in the PYP is to
provide feedback on the learning process.

It identifies what students know, understand, can do,
and feel at different stages in the learning process.

Teachers select assessment strategies to support how
students learn and perform.

Teachers design assessment instruments to reflect the
particular learning outcomes on which they intend to
give feedback.

Students and teachers are actively involved in the
assessment process.
